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Construction  
on the ground 
Early works are now well underway in the 
Woden Town Centre. Upgrades to roads and 
intersections are continuing and new bus 
driver layover areas and facilities are under 
construction. 

From now until October, construction works 
will focus on completing the utilities, verge 
and road works required to support the two 
new local bus layover areas (located adjacent 
to Phillip Oval and along Easty Street) as well 
as the necessary local road and intersection 
upgrades. Site investigations are also 
underway to gather data ahead of the main 
works construction commencing next year. 

A reminder that the section of Callam Street 
between Matilda and Bradley streets is now 
closed permanently to private vehicles, and 
a section of Launceston Street is closed 
temporarily.

Temporary 
interchange  
coming in 2023
Planning has started and early works 
will soon commence on a temporary 
bus interchange to be located within a 
section of the Matilda Street carpark. 
This temporary interchange allows 
for the separation of buses and 
passengers from the construction zone 
for improved safety. More information 
about this new temporary interchange, 
bus movements and services will be 
provided later in the year.
