Home Education - Written Statement to support application for Registration Renewal 
The Written Statement (formerly known as the parent report) is a document that outlines your approach to your child’s home education. It must include:
· the educational opportunities you will offer your child
· the strategies you will use to encourage your child to learn
· how your plan or approach will deliver an education that:
· provides a broad range of opportunities to help develop your child’s unique spiritual, emotional, physical, social and intellectual needs and abilities
· values the individual needs, interests and aptitudes of your child
· prepares your child to become an independent and effective local and global citizen.
The Written Statement has two parts. The first part explains how you provided your child with a high-quality education during their most recent registration period. It should contain a summary of the educational opportunities you offered your child, and the strategies you used to encourage your child to learn. It must describe what happened in the intellectual, social/emotional and physical areas of development. 
The second part of the Written Statement details how you plan to continue to provide a high-quality education during the renewed period of registration. This part of the Statement is forward looking and describes what you intend to do for the next two years. It is not sufficient to say, “continue as before” (or similar). You need to include specific examples of your plans, recognising that your child is now two years older.
