Advisory Notes

Mental Health Act Oversight Committee (MHAOC)
This committee has been established to oversee provisions and functions within the Act. The committee will provide considered advice to the Chief Psychiatrist about matters including guidelines, Mental Health Act forms, legislative amendments, risks associated with the Act and how the Act interacts with other legislation. On 7 February 2022 the first MHAOC meeting took place. 

Mental Health Act Forms Committee 
The responsibility for the development and oversight of Mental Health Act forms will transfer to the Office of the Chief Psychiatrist. A Mental Health Act Forms Committee will be established as a subcommittee of MHAOC. The Terms of Reference for the new subcommittee are in development.  
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
